The Arizona Chapter meeting of the Wildlife Society was held at the Radisson Woodlands Inn, Flagstaff, AZ on Feb 2, 2006.  The meeting was called to order at 6:05 PM by President John Koprowski.  
OLD BUSINESS
Minutes from 2005 Joint Annual Meeting (JAM) at Gallup, NM were summarized. The written report is attached (number 1) at the end of these minutes.
Treasurers’ report: Not available. Sheridan Stone, Treasurer was not present and report not provided to the President. 

Outgoing President’s Report:  John gave his thanks to the dedicated board for organizing the 2006 JAM. The momentum is building to improve the AZTWS into the future. There was increased coordination with the SW chapter.  There is a full slate of officers for 2006, but only 1 person running per position. Have seen increased student participation and want that to continue. Would like to see activities like “Lunch with a pro” continue.  It has been a pleasure to serve.

Awards:  Carol Chambers reported there were 16 nominations for the 6 award categories. Great to have that many, although makes it tough for the committee to choose.  Awards to be presented during the plenary.  Recipients:

Continuing Education: Jon Hanna reported that not many people know that it exists. He gave a summary of the requirements. $216 was provided to Lisa Haynes as final payment to attend a carnivore conference in 2004.

Conservation Affairs:  No activities: need a Chair and members.

Membership: Frank Baucom submitted his report announcing 155 members (down from 183).  The report is attachment number 2.

Newsletter:  2 issues are planned for 2006.  Submissions of articles or other information to be submitted to Nate Gwinn.

Nominations of Officers:  Robert Magill resigned and will be replaced by Bill Burger.  The election results were presented (see installation of officers under new business).

Memorial Garden:   Order forms were handed out to all present. Bricks need to be reset at the new AZGF headquarters site. Mark Whitney’s name will be added to the garden. The money raised goes to for plaques and maintenance. Bricks on sale at the student chapter tables during the conference. 
Student reports:  The student reports are attached (numbers 3, 4 and 5) at the end of these minutes. Reports were submitted and summarized orally by student representatives.
NEW BUSINESS

SW Section:  Louis Haverson reported the SW Section is facing an identity crises. Currently section meetings are scheduled every 3-5 years.  The SW Section co-sponsors the AZ/NM JAM and the Texas Chapter meeting.  Dues are $5.00.  Requested chapter members visit the section website.  They have earmarked $3000 for young professionals to be certified.  The Section and National will carry the bulk of responsibility of hosting the 2007 National conference in Tucson.  Reminder that Mexico and Costa Rica are members of the SW Section.  Reed Sanderson suggested an effort to assist the Costa Rica and Mexico TWS in getting up to Tucson in 2007 (financially or whatever else is needed).
National Report:  Bob Brown, National President encouraged the students to participate in the student Quiz Bowl.  There has been a 2% decline in membership per year for 7 years. This resulted in deficit. Spending for several years, but the budget has been balanced for 2004 and 2005. Journal subscription rates are low. Prompts the question: Are members’ getting their money’s worth? National is trying to get to know the member dynamics better to better serve, especially the students.

Future Workshops:  Suggestions were made fro the next AZ TWS hosting of the JAM in 4 years: Fire ecology and wildlife effects; Genetics; Communications
TWS Annual Conference in Alaska 2006: To be held September 23-27.  Stu Tuttle to attend as President-elect.  Encourage as many as possible to attend to prepare for Tucson in 2007.

TWS Annual Conference in Tucson 2007: To be held September 22-26.  Paul Krausman and Bill Mannan named as local coordinators. MANY volunteers will be needed from the AZTWS ranks.

Special Recognition:  John Koprowski presented a special recognition award to Mr. Reed Sanderson for his many years of dedicated service to the Arizona Chapter of TWS.

Incoming President’s Report:  Carol applauds the membership for their dedication to wildlife and preserving natural resources.  She requests members to step up and help, nominate others for awards and submit articles for the newsletter. She thanked John Koprowski and the other outgoing officers for their dedicated service.

Membership 

The Arizona Chapter dues have remained the same ($5) for 30 years. But like the national Society, the Arizona Chapter has seen a decline in membership in recent years. In 1994, our membership exceeded 260. And from between 1993 and 2000, the Arizona Chapter averaged 222 members. Thirty percent of AZTWS members were state employees, 30% were federal employees, 17% were university employees, environmental or consulting groups, and the remaining were unaffiliated members. Representing 60% of the membership, state and federal wildlifers are critical to maintaining the strength of our chapter.

Since 2001, however, we have averaged 176 members annually and last year in 2005 hit a low of only 155. While the number of members representing universities, environmental or consulting groups has increased, we have had a 25% decline in federal employee members and a 35% decline in state employees.

We want to boost membership and upgrade services without changing member dues. We are working on updating the newsletter format, improving the Joint Annual Meeting (JAM) by offering different venues. Attendees of the 2006 JAM in Flagstaff very favorably evaluated the meeting and we had record attendance for the meeting. The upcoming meeting will be in Albuquerque in February, and we encourage members to attend. We want to maintain AZTWS Chapter as the diverse committed group of wildlife professionals it has always been.

· Nate Gwinn is the current newsletter editor after losing Brian Wakeling a number of years ago
· Loss of continuity has a big effect – it is important to continue to have a newsletter editor (someone who will continue for 5 years if possible)

· Nate’s year

· Some issues getting newsletters out on time because of health (car accident) and field work

· Graduate student volunteer, will need to find another editor soon

· Nate is willing to continue another year

·      The Annual Meeting will be held at a location that is within the out-of-state traveling limitations for Arizona and New Mexico State employees.

This Manual supports the purpose and objectives for the Annual Meetings mutually agreed upon by the participating Chapters of The Wildlife Society and American Fisheries Society. 

· Dissatisfaction expressed by some members this year with change in:

· >100 miles from state line too far for AGFD to travel without Governor’s approval

· 12 AGFD approved this year (usually send 50, last year 104 attended; 22 renewed membership last year)
